ack of credit, without any doubt, is one of the
L major challenges facing the Indian Micro,

Small and Medium Enterprise (MSME) sector
Small business owner often find banks unwillingness to
provide loans to them and this is the reason why the
sector has long been facing credit crunch.

According to latest RBI data released, bank credit
flow to MSMEs sharply gone down in the first three
months of the current fiscal. Bank credit growth to
medium industries grew by 13.2% in June against
47.8% in the yeaago month while growth to micro
and small industries grew by 13% against 29.2% a
year agoAccording to past RBI data, loan growth of
medium industries was 19.1% (53.7% a year ago) and
18.9% (42.9% a year ago) April and May 2023
respectively Similarly, growth in the case of micro
and small industries was 9.7% (against 29.8% a year
ago) and 9.5% (32.7% a year agoAjoril and May
respectively This data further shows that gross bank
credit outstanding to medium industries at June-end
was Rs. 2,63,440 against Rs. 2,32,776 crore in June
2022 while in case of micro and small industries the
amount stood at Rs. 6,25,625 crore against Rs.
5,53,675 crore in the corresponding month last.year
This data is concernindhe RBI, in 2018, had esti
mated that the overall credit gap in the MSMEs to be
in the range of Rs. 20 to Rs. 25 lakh crore. It seems the
situation is changing at a shail's pace.

The Centre has been doing a lot to ensure adequate
and timely credit to MSMESs, but the approach of the
banking system has hardly changed. Banks still censid
er MSME credit as a potentially bad lodine banking
ecosystem favors Ige borrowers but when it comes to
MSMEs, they become risk averse to an unnecessary
extent. This approach needs to be chang®ldo, the
government should come up with innovative solutions
to address this gaps demanded by LUB the solution
of this problem is to make separate wing of only micro
and small industries with separategits of funding.

al economy The President of the

World Economic Forum, Bge Brende said that

India, US and China will lead the new world order

in the coming years. Brende highlighted that India's

economy is on track to become the thirdgésst
globally, and it could possibly usher in a new era of
global leadership.

During an interactive session with media at BT
at India 100 Summit in New Delhi, he discussed
various facets of India's engance on the global
stage. The dialogue covered India's economic
growth trajectoryits role in shaping the new world
order leadership dynamics, artificial intelligence
(Al regulation, and the evolving global trade land
scape.

Brende began by acknowledging India's
resilience during the pandemic, hailing it as the
fastest-growing major economy for the third €on
secutive yearHe lauded India's digital transforma
tion, attributing its success to the widespread adop
tion of digital IDs, which have connected the major
ity of Indians. He noted that the demographic -divi
dend, coupled with digital connectivjtyould posi
tion India for sustained growth for the next few
decades.

Commenting on India's presidency of the G20,
Brende emphasized Prime Minister Modi's vision to
establish a new global order with increased influ
ence for the global South. He introduced the-con
cept of a "G3" - a powerful trio consisting of the
United Sates, China, and India.

Addressing concerns aboiit and job displace
ment, Brende stressed that technological advance
ments would lead to more sophisticated job roles,
ultimately driving prosperityHe underscored the
importance of up-skilling and re-skilling to bridge
the skills gap.

On the topic of global trade tensions, Brende
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urged against decoupling and advocated for centin
ued international cooperation. He warned that
excessive protectionism and trade barriers could
lead to substantial reductions in global GDP

Brende also touched on the ongoing Russia-
Ukraine conflict, expressing hope for a peacefud res
olution to mitigate its negative impact on global
enegy prices and food costs.
