E xports of agricultural and processed food
products from the country rose by 14 percent
in the April-June period of the current financial
year according to dicial data released recently
Exports of these product categories -which fall
under theAPEDA and do not include tea, deé,
spices, cotton and marine products- reached $5987
million in the first three months of F2022-23
against $5256 million over the same period of the
last fiscal.

R ecently Prime Minister Narendra Modi

expressed confidence that India will be
among the top three economies globally during his
third term in ofice.

State Bank of India's Economic Research
Department's report, SBI Ecowrap, said that the
path taken by India since 2014 reveals that India is
likely to get the tag of the third Igest economy in
2027 (or FY28) based on actual GldRta as on
March 2023, a movement of seven places upwards
since 2014 when India was ranked tenth and two
years earlier than our previous forecast of 2029,

It further said that India should surpass both
Japan and Germany in 2027 at the current rate of
growth. Interestinglythe incremental increase by
India between 2022-2027, is more than the current
size of Australia's economy at $1.8 trillion., the
report said.

"At this rate, India is likely to add $0.75 trillion
in every 2 years, implying that India is all set to
touch $20 trillion by 2047, at least on current Aum
bers.

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Lok Sabha Passes Bill to
Decriminalize Minor Offences to

Boost Ease of Doing Business

The Lok Sabha passed the Javiishwas
(Amendment of Provisions) Bill, 2023 that seeks to
promote ease of doing business by decriminalising
minor ofences by amending 183 provisions in 42
Acts.

The bill was passed by a voice vote after a brief
discussion that could barely be heard as opposition
members protested and raised slogans on the
Manipur issue. For the few minutes that House pro
ceedings were on, the opposition kept pressing for
Prime Minister Narendra Modi's statement in
Parliament on the violence.

The bill converts several fines to penalties, mean
ing that court prosecution is not necessary to admin
ister punishments. It also removes imprisonment as
a punishment for many f@incesAll offences under
the Post Cifce Act, 1898, are being removed.

Moving the bill, commerce and industry minister
Piyush Goyal said around 40,000 provisions and
procedures which had the possibility of creating
problems for people have either been simplified or
removed by the Modi government over the last nine
years.

3. Entrepreneurs from dérent parts of the coun
try like Assam, UPGujarat, Karnatakalamil N?du
etc. mostly participated virtually and shared their
observations. It was informed, how Gram Shilpi
training program was conducted for last 3 years.
Artisans making wooden toys at home are provided
support system by cross functional teams for making
it possible to take this cottage industry to world level.
