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T he Bangalore based start-ups raised the high-
est amount @ $10.8 billion, to funds in 2022.

Mumbai secured the second position, with $3.9 bil-
lion, followed by Gurugram at $2.6 billion. Delhi
and Chennai based start-ups raised $1.2 billion
each while start-ups based in Pune pocketed $1 bil-
lion in funding reflects the impact of the deepening
start-up funding winter in India.

Overall start-up funding fell over 30 percent in
2022 when compared to 2021 -- a recent report
reveals that Indian start-ups raised $12 billion in the
first quarter and $8 billion in second quarter.
During the second half the year, the fall was steep-
er, with monthly average standing at around $1 bil-
lion, from $3 billion during the first half. Also, the
number of unicorns was 22 in 2022, against 46 in
2021.

No doubt, the global funding slowdown has
impacted Indian start-ups in 2022, and according to
some experts, this funding winter may continue for
the next 12-18 months - a situation which demands
Budget support from the government in the form of
sops to incentivise employment and funding in the
sector. Our industry bodies have already put for-
ward several important suggestions in this regard,
which need urgent attention from the government.

Meanwhile, the Department for Promotion of
Industry and Internal Trade has organized 'Start-up
India Innovation Week' ended on 16th January. The
event celebrated the Indian Start-up Ecosystem as
well as National Start-up Day. A series of
Knowledge Sharing Sessions is organized on this
occasion, which I think could be a learning oppor-
tunity for our aspiring entrepreneurs.
I invite your opinions.
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LUB's Tamil Nadu Unit has been conducting many
training and chat sessions to help their members in the
transactional issues faced by them.

This
year, as part of the Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav cele-
brations, several events are organised in more than
75 places across the country, with the aim to foster
a spirit of entrepreneurship and innovation by
involving the start-up community.
National Star t-up Day 2023: Theme
The Department for Promotion of Industry and
Internal Trade (DPIIT) and the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry has organized the Start-up
India Innovation Week starting on 10th January.
This series of events concluded on 16th January.
While there is no designated theme for the day, the

first day of the Start-up India Innovation Week saw
events, including a webinar on "Founders of Today,
Leaders of Tomorrow".
National Star t-up Day 2023: History
On January 15, 2022, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi announced the adoption of National Start-up
Day on January 16. The same year India celebrated
the first National Start-up Day. During his interac-
tion with budding entrepreneurs, via video confer-
encing, PM Modi praised the growth of start-ups
over the past few years.
The Department for Promotion of Industry and
Internal Trade is organizing the felicitation ceremo-
ny for the winners of the National Start-up Awards
2022. The award ceremony, announced as a flag-
ship initiative under Start-up India, aims to recog-
nize and reward the excellence exhibited by start-
ups and ecosystem enablers. c c c

January 16 National Startup Day 2023
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T he Economic Survey 2023 was tabled by the
Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman in the

parliament, kicking off the Budget Session for
FY24. While the Survey allows an extensive
insight into the various economic indicators and
the performance of the economy in 2022, here's a
condensed version of the top eight highlights from
the Economic Survey.
GDP Growth:
The Economic Survey has pegged GDPgrowth
for the current financial year at 7%. India's FY24
GDP growth is seen at 6-6.8%, while predicting
that the nominal GDPwill grow 11% in the next
financial year. "Despite strong global headwinds
and tighter domestic monetary policy, if India is
still expected to grow between 6.5 and 7%… it is
a reflection of India's underlying economic
resilience; of its ability to recoup, renew and re-
energize the growth drivers of the economy," said
the Economic Survey.
Capital Expenditure:
The Economic Survey predicts that the capital
expenditure budget for the full year will be met,
especially since it increased by 63.4% in the first
eight months of FY23. The government also
sought to compensate for the private sector's hes-
itation in capex, by raising theirs significantly.
The Survey also hints at a significant increase of
capex in the FY23 budget, continuing the govern-
ment's capital expenditure thrust from the last two
budgets.
Curr ency:
"The challenge of the depreciating rupee,
although better performing than most other cur-
rencies, persists with the likelihood of further
increases in policy rates by the US Fed," said V
Anantha Nageswaran, Chief Economic Adviser,
adding that the widening CAD might put pressure
on the domestic currency. However, the Survey
seeks to allay concerns and worries, stating that
India contains sufficient forex reserves to finance
the widening CAD or intervene to manage the
rupee's volatility in the forex markets for FY23.
Employment:
The country's unemployment rate fell from 8.3%
in July-September 2019 to 7.2% in July-
September 2022. "This is accompanied by an

improvement in the labor force participation rate
(LFPR) as well, confirming the emergence of the
economy out of the pandemic induced slowdown
early in FY23," said the Survey.
Credit Growth:
The Bank credit growth will remain brisk in the
coming financial year if inflation declines in
FY24 and if real cost of credit does not rise. The
on-year growth in non-food bank credit accelerat-
ed to 15.3% in December 2022. The Survey antic-
ipates the continuation of rising credit growth,
touting the financial soundness of the banking and
financial sector and recovery in economic activity
as the factors bolstering the growth.
Schemes that Drive Growth: 
PM Gati Shakti, PLIs and the National Logistics
Policy are expected to play big roles in improving
India's cost and export competitiveness in the
years ahead. The government aims to utilize PLIs
in order to reconfigure supply chains, thus reaf-
firming its goal to plug India into global supply
chains and increase the share of the manufactur-
ing sector in the economy.
Inflation:
While the CPI and WPI significantly diverged in
early FY23, the gap is being bridged. The rising
inflation (7.8%) in April was a result of the war
between Russia and Ukraine and has since been
brought to 5.8% by the RBI. The core inflation
remains sticky and there is significant variance in
retail inflation rates among the States and Union
Territories (UTs) of India.
Food Prices:
"RBI forecasts elevated domestic prices for cere-
als and spices in the near term owing to supply
shortages. Milk prices are also expected to spike
reflecting high feed costs. In general, climate
across the world has become increasingly erratic,
further fortifying upside risks to food prices," said
the Economic Survey 2023.

Economic Survey 2023 sheds spotlight on

Union Budget 2023: Infrastructure is the back-

bone of a growing economy and an increase in its
investment pushes that growth to the next level.
The Economic Survey 2022-23 which was tabled
in the Parliament on January 31, 2023, by Finance
Minister Smt. Nirmala Sitharaman stated that in
the past eight years, the government has created
just the platform to complete this ambition. 

The survey suggested that India now has the
physical and digital infrastructure to raise the
manufacturing sector share in the economy and
make a realistic bid to be an important player in
global supply chains.

With 10,457 km of roads constructed in FY22
as compared to 6,061 km in FY16, there has been
a significant rise in the construction of National
Highways (NHs)/roads, according to the
Economic Survey 2023. It said that the total budg-
etary support for investment in the road transport
sector has been increasing rapidly for the past four
years.

InvIT, launched by the National Highways
Authority of India in FY22 with the objective of
monetizing public sector assets, raised more than
Rs. 10,200 crore from high-quality foreign and
Indian institutional investors (up to Dec 2022).

The National Infrastructure Pipeline (NIP), on
the other hand, presently has 8,964 projects with a
total investment of more than Rs. 108 lakh crore
which is currently under different stages of imple-
mentation. The Survey said that the pipeline proj-
ect launched by the government had a forward-
looking approach and projected infrastructure
investment of around Rs 111 lakh crore during
FY20-25.

The Survey further highlighted that the Indian
Railway during FY22-23 carried over 976 million
tonnes of revenue-earning freight traffic, as
against 901.7 million tonnes during the corre-
sponding period in FY21-22, which means it saw
an increase of 8.3 per cent.

Setup of the Bureau of Energy Efficiency:
The Energy Conservation Act (EC Act)

was enacted in 2001 with the goal of reduc-
ing the energy intensity of the Indian econo-
my. The Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE)
was set up as a statutory body on 1st March,
2002 at the central level to facilitate the
implementation of the EC Act. 

BEE has set-up an online Facilitation
Centre for encouraging and up scaling
Energy Efficiency Financing in India. The
prime objective of the facilitation centre is to
connect financial institutions with potential
borrowers for financing of Energy Efficiency
projects in India.

BEE, has initiated a number of Energy
Efficiency (EE) initiatives in the areas of
household lighting, commercial buildings,
standards and labelling of appliances,
demand side management in agriculture/
municipalities, SME's and large industries
including the initiation of the process for
development of energy consumption norms
for industrial sub sectors, capacity building
of SDA's etc.
