Swayam Siddha Exhibition was organized by LUB’s Women Wing Jodhpur 
Unit of Rajasthan State with 40 stalls on 26th July, 2022. 
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India's trade exports grown by 16.78% to $37.94
billion in June, which was  during the first quar-

ter of 2022-23 was over 22 percent to $116.77 bil-
lion, the highest ever exports during the first quar-
ter. These figures are encouraging, particularly in
the background of the geo-political tensions and
rising global unstability. It is difficult to say how
long this situation will continue. 

A close look into the June export figures shows
that non-petroleum exports amounted to $30.12
billion in June, registering 5.53% year-on-year
growth against $28.54 billion in June 2021. For the
first quarter, non-petroleum exports amounted to
$92.49 billion, keeping 11.92% growth. On the
other hand, non-petroleum and non-gems and jew-
ellery exports grown to 4% in June and 12.19 % in
April-June.

In the top ten product categories, engineering
goods exports was having 1.57 negative growths to
$9.14 billion against $9.29 billion in June 2021.
Drugs and pharmaceuticals exports fell 1.27% to
$1.99 billion while exports of Yarn/ Fabric/
Handloom products etc. were low to 22.54%.
These sectors need to be grown urgently. It is also
considerable that total imports in June grown to
$63.58 billion, resulting to trade lose of $25.63 bil-
lion.

During this period India's marine product's
exports was all-time high of $ 7.76 billion in FY
2021-22. 

It is also considerable that India has set aims to
double the export in next 5 years, which will
require high potential effort by the government.

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M ake-in-India initiative of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi's government has yielded
positive results for the toy sector in the

country. According to the government data, the import
of toys has declined 70% while 61% surge in exports
seen in the last three years.

For HS Codes, 9503, 9504, and 9505, the value of
import of toys in India fell from $371 million in the
financial year 2018-19 to $110 million in the financial
year 2021-22, showing a decline of 70.35%. For the HS
Code 9503, toy imports have
decreased even faster, from $304 mil-
lion in FY 2018-19 to $36 million in
FY 2021-22 for HS Code 9503,
according to data released by the
Ministry of Commerce and Industry.

Harmonized System, or HS Codes
is a standardized numerical method of
classifying traded products. The
export  have jumped by 61.38% over
the same period. For HS Codes 9503,
9504, and 9505, the export of toys has increased from
$202 million in FY 2018-19 to $326 million in FY
2021-22, up by 61.39%. For HS Code 9503, exports of
toys have increased from $109 million in FY2018-19
to $177 million in FY2021-22.

Speaking to media during the 13th edition of Toy
Biz B2B (Business to Business) International
Exhibition, Anil Agrawal, Additional Secretary,
Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal
Trade (DPIIT), highlighted the clarion call given by the
Prime Minister on 'Rebranding the Indian Toy Story'.

He emphasized on the availability of right kind of
toys for children, using toys as learning resource,
designing of toys based on the Indian value system,
Indian history, and culture to strengthen the domestic
design and position India as a global manufacturing
hub for toys.

He said the industry has benefitted from a number
of interventions by the government and the results
show the success of the Make-in-India program. He
added that the imports were mainly restricted to some
components of toys.

The interventions taken by the government to pro-
mote Make-in-India in toy sector include bringing it
under compulsory Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS)
certification, quality testing and an increase in customs
duty.

In February 2020, the government increased basic
customs duty on toys from 20% to 60%.

As per the Quality Control Order (QCO), every toy
shall conform to the requirements of relevant Indian

Standard and bear the Standard
Mark under a licence from BIS as
per Scheme-I of BIS (Conformity
Assessment) Regulations, 2018.
This QCO is applicable to both
domestic manufacturers as well as
foreign manufacturers who intend
to export their toys to India.

QCO on Toys was amended in
December 2020 to exempt goods

and articles manufactured and sold by artisans regis-
tered with Development Commissioner (M/o Textile)
and also by registered proprietors and authorized users
of a product registered as Geographical Indication by
the Office of Controller General of Patents, Designs
and Trademarks (CGPDTM).

BIS made special provisions on 17th December,
2020 so as to grant license to micro-scale units manu-
facturing toys without the testing facility for one year
and not to insist on establishing an in-house facility.

BIS has granted 843 licenses to domestic manu-
facturers from safety of toys, out of these, 645 licens-
es have been granted for non-electric toys and 198
licenses granted for electric toys. In addition to this, 6
licenses have been granted to international toy manu-
facturers.

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Justification on Rate Change 
by Finance Minister

T he GSTCouncil has exempt from GST, all
items specified, when sold loose, and not
pre-packed or pre-labelled. They will not

attract any GST. The decision is of the GSTCouncil
and no one member. 

Recently, the GSTCouncil in its 47th meeting
recommended reconsidering the approach for imposi-
tion of GSTon specified food items like pulses, cere-
als, flour, etc. There have been a lot of misconcep-
tions about this that have been spread. Here is a post
to lay the facts:

Is this the first time such food articles are being
taxed? No. States were collecting significant revenue
from foodgrain in the pre-GSTregime. Punjab alone
collected more Rs. 2,000 crore on food grain by way
of purchase tax. UPcollected Rs. 700 crore. 

Taking this into account, when GSTwas rolled
out, a GSTrate of 5% was made applicable on
BRANDED cereals, pulses, flour. Later this was
amended to tax only such items which were sold
under REGISTERED brand or brand on which
enforceable right was not foregone by supplier.

However, soon rampant misuse of this provision
was observed by reputed manufacturers & brand
owners and gradually GSTrevenue from these items
fell significantly.

This was RESENTED by suppliers and industry
associations who were paying taxes on branded
goods. They wrote to the Govt to impose GSTuni-
formly on all packaged commodities to stop such
misuse. This rampant evasion in tax was also
observed by states.

The Fitment Committee-consisting of officers
from Rajasthan, West Bengal, Tamil Nadu, Bihar,
Uttar Pradesh, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Haryana &
Gujarat-had also examined this issue over SEVERAL
meetings and made its recommendations for chang-
ing the modalities to curb misuse.

It is in this context that the GSTCouncil in its 47th
meeting took the decision. With effect from July 18,
2022, only the modalities of imposition of GSTon

these goods were changed with no change in cover-
age of GSTexcept 2-3 items. It has been prescribed
that GSTon these goods shall apply when supplied in
"pre-packaged and labelled" commodities attracting
the provisions of Legal Metrology Act.

For example, items like pulses, cereals like rice,
wheat, and flour, etc, earlier attracted GST@ 5%
when branded and packed in unit container. From
18.7.2022, these items would attract GSTwhen "pre-
packaged and labelled".

It must also be noted that items specified below in
the list, when sold loose, and not pre-packed or pre-
labelled, will not attract any GST.

This was a unanimous decision by the GST
Council. All states were present in GSTCouncil
when this issue was presented by the Group of
Ministers on Rate Rationalisation in the 47th meeting
held in Chandigarh on Jun 28, 2022.

All states, including non-BJPstates (Punjab,
Chhattisgarh, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, West Bengal,
Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Kerala) agreed with the
decision. This decision of the GSTCouncil is yet
again by consensus.

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Further, the GoM that recommended these
changes was composed of members from West
Bengal, Rajasthan, Kerala, Uttar Pradesh, Goa &
Bihar and was headed by CM of Karnataka. It care-
fully considered this proposal, taking into account the
tax leakage.

This decision was a much-needed one to curb tax
leakage. It was considered at various levels including
by officers, the Group of Ministers, and was finally
recommended by the GSTCouncil with the complete
consensus of all members.

T he government is on the way to set up a Drug
Tribunal Board with an aim to decriminalize

offences punishable under Drugs and Cosmetics
Act. The decision to this effect was taken by union
minister of health & family welfare Shri Mansukh
Mandaviya at a meeting convened by National
Pharmaceutical Pricing Authority (NPPA) on 26th
July to discuss trade margin rationalization. The
government is keen to rationalize trade margins on
non-scheduled drugs to reduce their prices.

The meeting was attended by representatives
from several industry associations- Laghu Udyog
Bharati, Small and Medium Pharma
Manufacturers Association (SMPMA), Indian
Federation of Pharma Generics representing scores
of small and medium drug firms.

At the meet, Laghu Udyog Bharati had put
forth a proposal to form Drug Tribunal Board to
adjudicate disputes relating to offences punishable
under Drugs and Cosmetics Act. Currently, there is
no such mechanism to redress the above issues.
LUB  have raised this demand again and again.
The existing Drugs and Cosmetics Act, 1940 is
prosecutable. Any drug or cosmetic deemed to be

adulterated or spurious is punishable with impris-
onment and fine too. 

LUB's representative Dr. Rajesh Gupta said at
the meeting- We expect the Drug Tribunal Board
would consider various manufacturers' grievances
and especially prosecution matters related to vari-
ous states and CDSCO for getting justice to manu-
facturers on departmental levels as it is related to
various storage place conditions and logistics are
also involved," 

The minister agreed to form the Drug Tribunal
Board and directed NPPA and Department of
Pharmaceuticals (DoP) officials to prepare a
roadmap to achieve decriminalization of offences
punishable under Drugs & Cosmetics Act. The
minister also sought suggestions from industry
bodies in this regard.

The Board is likely to be part of proposed
Drugs and Cosmetics Act. The ministry of health
and family welfare proposed a draft New Drugs,
Medical Devices and Cosmetics Bill 2022 in order
to keep pace with changing needs, times, and tech-
nology.
